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Justice for John McNeil 
Tuesday, August 23, 2010  

The National NAACP held a Press Conference on the steps of the GA State Capitol. 
 
National Vice President Nelson Rivers, Law Department Manager Dr, Niaz Kasravi, N.C. President William 
Barber GA State President Edward Dubose and Cobb President Bonner joined the McNeil family  in calling for 
the release of inmate John McNeil. 
 
The National legal office has taken on this case as one of its priority. They will began to ask for local 
Assistance in bring pulic attention to this case.  
 
On December 6th , 2005 John received a call from his 19 year old son that a w/male was digging a hole in their 
backyard. On questioning the male, as to who he was, John’s son was threatened by individual who displayed a 
box cutter. Immediately john advised his son to go inside and he would call the police.  
 
The 911 states ‘505 Earlvine Way have the police meet me at this location, someone has pulled a knife on my 
son and I want the police to meet me there. As John pulled in his driveway, he noticed Brian Epp a dismissed 
contractor retrieve an object from his truck John retrieved his weapon . Full detailed can be obtained on line or  
pick up a copy at our branch. 
 
Chief Justice Leah Sears wrote a powerful 13 page dissent against  the minority opinion. She wrote a reasonable 
person in McNeil’s shoes would have believed that he was subject to an imminent physical attack by an aggres-
sor possessing a knife and that it was necessary to use deadly force to protect himself from serious body injury 
or a felony. 

Voters Win with 
 Same Day Registration 

 
What is Same Day Registration? 
“Same Day registration” (SDR)  allows eligible voters to register and cast a ballot after the  close of the official voter regis-
tration, in the run-up to each election. Election Day Registration is a variety of Same Day Registration that allows for regis-
tration and voting on Election Day itself. Nine states and DC currently have (SDR). DC., the newest jurisdiction will imple-
ment SDR in the 2010 election cycle. DC and eight of the  nine states allow registration and voting on Election Day. By 
counteracting arbitrary voter registration deadlines SDR greatly enhances the opportunity for Americans to participate in the 
electoral process and cast a ballot that will be properly counted .States with SDR have historically boasted turnout rates 10 
to12 % points higher than states that do not offer Same Day Registration.
